Established 30 years ago, FEUDNRSM Alumni Foundation missions are focused on educational, charitable, humanitarian, community and civic services here in this country, in the Philippines, and at the FEU-Nicanor Reyes Medical Foundation Institute of Medicine (West Fairview, Quezon City). 

     ANNUAL REUNION: The first Alumni Foundation reunion was held at Marriott Lincolnshire (IL) during the 1978 APPA Convention alumni night. The event was so successful that our alumni decided to meet again every summertime to renew friendship, reminisce about the past, honor outstanding classmates, and have our families meet new friends. The New Jersey Chapter hosted the next reunion at the Playboy Great Gorge Hotel. In 1980, the first annual reunion with a scientific seminar was held in Orlando. In the succeeding years, the affair was held in Anaheim 1981, Boston 1982, Grand Island in Niagara Falls (NY) 1983, Indian Lake Resort in Chicago 1984, Orlando 1985, Virginia Beach 1986, Toronto 1987, Long Beach 1988, St. Louis 1989, Washington (D.C.) 1990, Atlantic City  1991, San Francisco 1992, Chicago 1993, New Orleans 1994, Las Vegas 1995, Minneapolis 1996, Dallas 1997, Anaheim 1998, Atlantic City 1999, Chicago 2000, Las Vegas 2001, San Francisco 2002, Norfolk 2003, Troy (MI) 2004, Las Vegas 2005, Houston 2006, Chicago 2007, Orange County 2008, and New York City 2009. The reunion has served as a venue not only to see our classmates, but also to present talents other than our medical expertise during the Filipiniana night and to plan activities for our annual reunion in West Fairview the following January. 
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     SCIENTIFIC SEMINAR: Three comprehensive, accredited half-day programs that cover a broad spectrum of updates and current trends in medicine, designed not only for the primary practitioners but also for the specialists highlight the event. This continuing medical education activity has been planned and implemented with the Essential Areas and Policies of the Accreditation Council for Continuing Medical Education (ACCME), provided by the Philippine Medical Association in Chicago which is accredited by the ACCME to provide continuing medical education meeting for physicians and takes responsibility for the content, quality, and scientific integrity of this CME activity. It meets the criteria for 14 credit hours of the Category I ACCME Physicians' Recognition Award for the American Medical Association. CLINICOPATHOLOGIC CONFERENCE

CLINICAL ABSTRACT

      Chief Complaint: Low back pain, pancytopenia and neuropathy

      Clinical Abstract: A 39-year old woman presented with low back pain that progressively worsened for one year, paresthesia in the distal lower extremities that moved proximally towards the waist for six months, some tingling numbness in the hand for two months, and decrease in vision clarity. The patient denied mentation changes, motor deficits, and sensory ataxia. There was some urinary urgency during nights but not during the day. There was also no risk and features of HTLV/ HIV infection, tabes dorsalis, overseas travel, unusual pet and hobbies, toxin exposure, previous myelographic studies, lupus erythematosus, cardiovascular disease, cancer, family history of neurological disease, or previous blood transfusion. Over-the-counter zinc self-medication was taken regularly in an attempt to prevent upper respiratory infection.

     Pertinent physical findings were normal vital signs and remarkable only for severe and impaired vibration and proprioception in both lower extremities, absent superficial abdominal reflexes, and normal sensation for touch/ pinprick/ thermal stimuli, brisk sympathetic deep tendon reflexes, absent pathologic reflexes, examination, and coins in her palm with eyes closed were identified.

     Laboratory data revealed leukopenia (1,900 u/L) [Figure 1]; differential count of lymphocytes 86%, granulocytes 8%, monocytes 4%, eosinophils 2%, and basophils 2%; macrocytic normochromic anemia (red blood cell count 2,290,00/ uL, hemoglobin 4.9 g/dL, mean corpuscular volume 115 fL); thrombocytopenia (platelet count 173,000/dL); and blood chemistry values within reference limits. 

     Special studies included RPR for syphilis non-reactive; Epstein-Barr virus (EBV) capsid nuclear antigen antibody positive, EBV capsid antigen IgM antibody negative, and EBV nuclear antigen antibody positive; hepatitis A IgM antibody negative, hepatitis B surface antigen negative, hepatitis B core antibody negative, and hepatitis C antibody negative; HIV-1 and HIV-2 antibody negative; parvovirus B19 IgG antibody and parvovirus B19 IgM antibody negative; and rheumatoid factor titer and ANA screen negative; and urinalysis also within normal. 

     Magnetic resonance imaging of the cervical, thoracic and lumbar vertebrae demonstrated L5-S1 left paracentral disc protrusion and negative for spinal cord disease. 

     A right iliac crest bone marrow biopsy was markedly hypocellular [Figure 2], showed a few ringed sideroblasts [Figure 3], and vacuolated erythroid and myeloid precursors. The interpretation was suspicious for myelodysplastic syndrome with rare monoclonal stem cells and negative for paroxysmal nocturnal hemoglobinuria phenotype on flow cytometry analysis. 

     The cytogenetic analysis was a normal 46,XX female chromosome complement.
